PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  NOTICE OF INTENT TO RECORD NOTICE OF VIOLATION NO. 2019-001, JOSEPH C. HERBAUGH.  The Lassen County Technical Advisory Committee will receive and consider evidence to determine if a Notice of Violation should be recorded for 2.6 acres of land located approximately four miles northwesterly of the community of Doyle, California.  The subject property is located in a portion of Section 34, Township 26 North, Range 16 East, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian.  The current zoning of the subject parcel is A-1 (General Agricultural District).  A Notice of Violation will be recorded if the Technical Advisory Committee determines that the subject parcel was created in violation of the California Subdivision Map Act.  Assessor’s Parcel Number:  139-260-20.  Staff Contact:  Don Willis, P.L.S., Lassen County Surveyor.

LASSEN COUNTY SURVEYOR FINDS AS FOLLOWS:

   1.
The parcel to be considered for Notice of Violation Number 2019-001 is known as
            Assessor’s Parcel Number 139-260-20 and is currently owned by Joseph C. Herbaugh, a

single man, per a Grant Deed recorded on April 25, 2016 as Document Number 2016-
            01772 of the Official Records of Lassen County, California.  

   2.      The legal description shown at the vesting deed listed in Findings Item Number One above
            describes the property as Parcel B-4 of a Record of Survey filed on February 2, 1968 in 


Book 6 of Maps, Page 55, of the Official Records of Lassen County.  This property is 


located in a portion of Section 34, Township 26 North, Range 16 East, Mount Diablo Base 

and Meridian.  The parcel contains 2.6 acres and was initially created by the recordation of
an Individual Grant Deed recorded on May 31, 1977 in Book 316, Page 894, of the Official
            Records of Lassen County, without the approval of a final map or parcel map.  Therefore, 
the parcel was not created in compliance with the Subdivision Map Act (Government Code
Sections 66410, et seq.) and Lassen County Subdivision Ordinance 421 (the ordinance in
effect at the time of the violation). 

   3.
The current owner of the subject property is not the same owner that created the original violation.  Lassen County Subdivision Ordinance 475A was the ordinance in effect at the time the current owner acquired his interest in the property on April 25, 2016.
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   4.
A Notice of Intent to Record Notice of Violation No. 2019-001 was sent to the record owner, Joseph C. Herbaugh, by certified mail on August 1, 2019.
LASSEN COUNTY SURVEYOR RECOMMENDS THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS FOR

Based on the findings made above, the Lassen County Surveyor recommends that the 
            Technical Advisory Committee approve recordation of a Notice of Violation for that certain
            parcel known as Assessor’s Parcel Number 139-260-20, currently owned by Joseph C. 

Herbaugh, a single man, as described in a Grant Deed recorded on April 25, 2016 as
Document Number 2016-01772 of the Official Records of Lassen County, California.
