2. PUBLIC COMMENT/UNAGENDIZED DEPARTMENT REPORTS
PRCS Releases from out of county – data presented and less are occurring. Jail track State cases and releases, Probation will track number of diverted release. 
3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update – 98 total,  88 are  Lassen inmates and 10 contract from Shasta, 39 sentenced males 35 un-sentenced males, 14 sentenced females, 10 un-sentenced females and 17 1170h inmates. Have seen and increase in medical transports with longer stays, vacant positions creating OT. Wellpath contract in the works, phone RFP had 8 vendors attend walkthrough. RFQ for kitchen appliances is out and working on repairs. Matt from Wellpath has intervened in increased crisis management preventing hospitalization. 5 employees coming out of CORE Class. Discussion about transfer academy and Dean designates John Mcgarva as point of contact. CML lock contracts in progress with Public works and working on door 504 for future housing. BSCC pre-inspection next month. Public works looking at roof issues and will include JDF. Programs have 15 inmates in high school, 2 GED , 3 graduated for a total of 32 inmates with diplomas. College counselor having difficulties providing services with a busy schedule. LCC is having turnover and staffing issues. Matt with Wellpath is facilitating Anger Management groups, 13 inmates currently participating and is offering groups in the SHU. Chad Lewis will start auto classes at the jail, other programs will be offered by CTE correspondence courses. 
B. Riverside Dr Jail Connection Project – Waiting for Jason to set up the meeting with identified points of contacts. Would like to get it done prior to BSCC inspection. 
C. Jail Caseload Pro Project – Tyler bought out Caseload Pro and the free system will not be available, remove item. 
D. Realignment Plan/Everyone’s portions update for Draft Plan – Working on. 
E. Day Reporting Center Update – N/A
F. RFP Award for After Hours Crisis Services – Change from services to prevention, funding is available and they have 1 bid from crossroads. HHS would like a different structure from 4 to midnight, voucher options would be available, it will be a calming environment and may not be able to take someone under the influence. Will have some promotional marketing and media with talking points. Will be a 2 year contract and will evaluate the impacts with data. EHR RFP will be out today. RFP for peer to peer wellness will be out soon.
