Code, I herewith submit the annual report of the acreage, production and value of
the agricultural products of Lassen County for the year of 1968.

The gross agricultural production value for 1968 is $9:903,330. This represents
a decrease of $559,900 from that of the previous year.

This decrease in preduetion value is attributed largely to a continued reduction

in the value of livestock and poultry production. @Although unit values were gen-

erally higher, they failed to offset the decrease in production. ’

The values shown in this report represent the gross value of agricultural produc-
tion, whether sold or used on the farm where grown, and therefore does not repre-
sent net income.

T wish to express my sincere appreciation for the cooperation and assistance of
the many individuials and agencies that have contributed to this report.

I wish also, to give special recognition to Lee E. Wheeler, Senior Agricultural
Inspector, who has retired after 24 years of dedicated service to this Department
