The gross value for all Agricultural crops was $17,790,115, up $2,947,145
over 1972. Production of livestock was slightly lower than last year, but
unit values increased considerably, Most other categories of production
showed increases, both in acres harvested and total value. Nursery pro-
ducts is up over $150,000 from last year. Dollar value from the production
of alfalfa seed is up 300% over 1972,

As in the past, this report represents gross dollar value only, and in no
way represents net income to the grower,
